The graduate-level Chinese Flagship Program is part of the National
Security Education Program in the National Foreign Language
Initiative, which focuses on languages designated “critical” to U.S.
security. Flagship Program students study and work in both Columbus
and China to acquire top-level cultural and language proficiency.
